o Capture live footage of key moments on the field, including pitchers, batters, base runners,
coaches, and other players for both in-house and stream purposes.
o Operate cameras during between-inning activities, fan contests, and promotions (e.g.,
dance cam, kiss cam, fan races).
o Work collaboratively with stream directors and videoboard directors to execute an engaging
and high-quality production that serves both in-house and broadcast needs.
o Provide coverage of on-field host interactions, fan engagement, and in-park activities.

o Return equipment to storage locations.
o Contribute to team debriefs and preparation for the next game day.
